Nonprofits paid $74 billion
in wages in 2016. The biggest
wage contributor is nonprofit
hospitals which account for only
4% of the sector, but 40% of
the wages. However, nonprofits
in all subsectors created jobs and, between 2012
and 2016, added $13.7 billion in wages to the
California economy.

leadership positions in nonprofits than
in the overall workforce. 31% of nonprofit leaders are
people of color, but with California’s adult population at
60% people of color, nonprofit leadership does not reflect
the demographics of our state.

However, nonprofits are growing more slowly
than average in both number of jobs and in total wages paid.

and intangible contribution to the

state. New trends in volunteering,

however, show that while the
number of adults participating as volunteers has grown
slightly, the number of hours contributed has dropped by
an alarming 25%.
